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Trip Report: Santiam River FLoat

n October 24 five rafts, three kayaks, three IKs and 22
O members of the OWA floated the North Santiam River

from Packsaddle County Park to Fisherman’s Bend. We
met at Fisherman Bend and then proceeded to Mill City to scout
the falls and see first hand the tree that had lodged at the top.
The small tree pretty much cut off going over the falls on the
left hand side, but plenty of room was available on the right.

The weather was perfect — plenty of blue sky with temperatures
in the low 60s. Abundant rain the previous week brought the
water levels up and provided a river that was running an optimum
2,900 cfs. Despite the rain during previous days the water was
still reasonably clear and well within the banks of the river.

After successfully navigating Spencer’s Hole and Carnivore
Rapids, one of our rafts fell victim to the falls at Mill City.
